The Department of Transportation is in the process of developing plans for a county highway rehabilitation-maintenance project for CTH KP from Mazomanie to Cross Plains.  The 8.7-mile project will consist of asphalt paving, new shoulder gravel, and pavement marking.  The existing asphalt pavement will be overlayed with 2 ½ inches of cold mix asphalt.  Milled butt joints will be used at driveways, side road intersections, and bridge approaches to provide a smooth transition between the new surface and existing roadway surfaces.  Milling will also be used alongside curb and gutter to match the new surface with existing conditions.  All work will be done using a moving flagging operation to keep CTH KP open during construction.  The project will take approximately 20 working days, and the tentative time of construction is set for mid/late June to mid/late July of 2010.
