Dane County groups can apply for matching grants for outdoor-recreation improvements
Dane County communities and non-profit organizations now have a crack at $1 million in matching county grants to improve outdoor recreation or natural resources.

Dane County Executive Kathleen Falk on Wednesday said the grants, up to $250,000 to any one project, are available under the Dane County Partners for Recreation and Conservation (PARC) program created in the 2011 county budget.

Falk said work to restore the Black Earth Creek in Cross Plains, improvements to Lake Marion in Mazomanie or Lake Belle View in Belleville and plans to expand the Reddan Soccer Complex in Verona are examples of projects that could be eligible for Dane County PARC funding.

The New Stimulus Package and What it Means for Investors


The Federal Reserve recently announced that it will take further measures to stimulate the economy. Commonly referred to as "QE2" (a second program of quantitative easing), the Fed said it would create or "print' an additional $600 billion and purchase a wide range of short- and long-term Treasury bonds by June 2011. In addition, the Fed also said it will reinvest the principle on its existing holdings of Treasury and mortgage-backed bonds, adding another $300 billion or so to the program. 


The media has clearly latched onto the almost ominous sounding term "QE2," but what does this really mean for investors and the markets?

State Receives $3 Million to Promote Economic Growth





The U.S. Dept. of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) will provide the state $3 million to promote smarter and sustainable planning for economic growth. The Capital Region Sustainable Communities Consortium, led by the Capital Area Regional Planning Commission (CARPC) will get a three-year, $1,997,500 grant to fund staffing and consultant work to pursue regional development in the Capital area.��Twenty-five consortium members committed $1.8 million in matching funds and in-kind contributions in support of the effort, which will be used in part to explore transportation development, develop a regional housing strategy, and establish air quality goals. Additionally, the Southwestern Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission will receive $475,000, and the remaining $575,000 of HUD money will go to the Northwoods NiiJii Enterprise Community, Inc. in the Mole Lake, Wis. area. The money is part of a HUD initiative to encourage economic competitiveness by connecting housing with good jobs, quality schools and transportation, according to a release.
