Public Question & Answer Session on the Proposed TID 3 Amendment
Should the Cross Plains Village Board be authorized to remove parcels from Tax Increment District (TID) 3.   

 

The Village election held on 4/5/11 will include a referendum to remove parcels from Tax Increment District (TID) 3 in anticipation of Wisconsin Department of Transportation purchase of those parcels for US Highway 14 improvements.  

 

The purpose of the proposed amendment is to remove parcels from the TID that are anticipated to be purchased by the WisDOT as part of the planned improvements to the intersection of US 14 and CTH P. Once purchased, these parcels will become tax exempt. When property in a TID goes from taxable property to tax exempt status the decrease in value is counted against the value of the TID, unless the properties are removed. If these properties are not removed, the Village will have less money than anticipated to complete planned projects.
